Looking after church buildings and running successful mission and outreach
projects takes money. We know that at some time or another, all churches
need help with grant funding and fundraising. As a diocese we have a range
of grant schemes which are overseen by our diocesan committees. We can
also signpost to external funders.

Diocesan Grants



Churches can apply for the following grants every two years and their details
can be found on our website . The next application deadline is the 15th of
November.
e Church Fabric & Church Hall — apply for up to £5,000 for works to a
church hall or £8,000 for a church building
e Churchyard Improvement — apply for up to £2,000 for works in a
churchyard
e Insurance Excess: Multiple Claims — apply for up to £500 to cover
your insurance excess if you are having to make a second claim within
an 18-month period
We also have a Social Responsibility Fund. Churches can apply to this fund
every year and there is no maximum limit for grant awards.

Depending on the requirements of your project, there are lots of external grant
funding bodies.
