Hundreds Pack Newport Cathedral 
for the Enthronement of the 
15th Archbishop of Wales’ 

  

  

The Archbishop of Wales, the Most Reverend Cherry Vann, was enthroned in 
a national service at St Woolos Cathedral, Newport, on Saturday, 8th 
November. 
 
The enthronement followed the Archbishop’s election by the Electoral College 
of the Church in Wales in July. 
 
Originally from Leicestershire, Cherry Vann was ordained as a deacon in 
1989. She was then among the first women to be ordained as a priest in the 
Church of England in 1994. After serving in various roles in the Diocese of 
Manchester, including as chaplain to the deaf community, she then served as 
Archdeacon of Rochdale for 11 years before being consecrated as Bishop of 
Monmouth in 2020. She continues in the role of Bishop of Monmouth.

Cadw Listed Building Regeneration 
Grant Scheme 

  

 

 

The Listed Building Regeneration Grant Scheme (LBRGS) supports the 
repair, conservation, and sustainable reuse of listed buildings in Wales. The 
scheme aims to safeguard heritage assets while contributing to local 
regeneration and community benefit. 
 
The LBRGS can fund 50% of eligible works (up to a maximum of £250,000) 
and aims to invest essential capital in heritage at risk to help owners and 
custodians to safeguard listed buildings at risk and encourage the restoration 
and/or re-use of Listed Buildings. 
 
The scheme will operate a two-stage application process: 

• Stage 1: An invitation to submit an Expression of Interest (EOI) 
• Stage 2: Successful applicants will be asked to work up and submit a 

full application 
 

Second stage applications must be consistent with the proposals outlined in 
the approved Expression of Interest. 
 
Stages 1 and 2 will be competitive and a successful Expression of 
Interest does not guarantee funding at Stage 2. 
 
The timetable for the grant scheme is as follows: 

• Stage 1 Expressions of Interest (EOI) submissions by: 10th 
December 2025 

• Stage 2 Expressions of Interest decisions issued by: 16th January 
2026

The ‘Good Conversations’ workshop is a free, two-hour, informal workshop 
for people who volunteer in their community (especially, but not exclusively, 
through Churches): hosting warm spaces, working in food banks, organising 
coffee mornings etc (and for those interested in volunteering). It provides 
tools and exercises to help better engage with people who might come to 
those spaces who are lonely or isolated, and provides information on other 
services, such as befriending, to signpost during these conversations. 
 



It will be at St Dyfrig and St Samson’s Church 
Hall in Grangetown from 10:30am to 12:30pm on Saturday 22nd 
November. It would be wonderful to see people from your church or ministry 
there. Please consider bringing a group of interested people; at least, we 
would appreciate you sharing this in your communities and networks. 
The workshop covers: 

• Opening conversations well 
• Developing ‘active listening’ skills 
• Keeping yourself and others safe by understanding boundaries 
• Managing the expectations and risks of and for ‘guests’ 
• Feeling more prepared with a wider range of situations 
• Building on existing volunteer skills
